
 

Last Tuesday 4th May the club re-

ceived a downpour of 145mm of rain 

(almost six inches) in a 12 hour pe-

riod.  Less than two days later, it was 

pleasing to see a full field in carts on 

the course on Thursday 6th May.  

This rain reinforced what most mem-

bers already know: 

1. The back nine that has been com-

pletely redeveloped now drains 

fantastically. 

2. The eighth hole is one of the worst 

draining areas on the course.  

 

With this in mind the Board of Direc-

tors are committed to continuing the 

redevelopment of holes on the front 

nine from next year and onwards.  In 

the meantime we will be addressing 

one of the wettest areas, the start of 

the 8th hole, with $15,000 budgeted 

to construct additional drainage to 

this area in July.   

 

A number of other small projects will 

also be completed over the coming 

Winter months including: 

(a) A root barrier will be installed at 

the back of the 17th green to pro-

tect the green from the large gum 

trees 

(b) annual trim of all trees  and re-

moval of dead trees 

(c) The 11th, 17th and 18th holes 

will have a new “grass cell” in-

stalled at the end of the respec-

tive cart paths to assist with 

wear. 

 

In other course news, most fairways 

were sprayed in early April to remove 

all weeds.  Normally we do this 

spraying in early February, but be-

cause of the extensive rainfall 

throughout this period we had to de-

lay it to April.  The 3rd and 15th fair-

ways in particular are thinner in cov-

erage than normal due to the cooler 

weather and the 15th fairway has 

also been affected by the fairway 

being submersed in rain and saltwa-

ter from when the pond overflowed in 

the flood. Unfortunately the different 

type of couch on the 4th (blue couch) 

to the other newer fairways (green 

lees park couch) has not handled this 

application as well and in hindsight 

will not be sprayed in future during 

Autumn.  With the cooler tempera-

tures the 4th will take some time to 

recover with fertiliser applications 

planned to assist.  We have also ap-

plied a greenlawnger product to the 

4th fairway as it draws more heat to 

the leaf of the grass to assist in 

growth, and also improves the ap-

pearance of the fairway during its re-

covery.               

 

Thank you for the recent positive 

feedback regarding our greens.  

Some members have suggested we 

consider replacing our greens to ne-

gate or lessen the need for bi-annual 

renovations.  Only the 1st, 3rd, 4th, 

and 12th greens are classed as “old” 

greens that would benefit from re-

construction, the remaining 14 greens 

on the course don’t require upgrading 

or reconstruction and  doing so would 

not result in any lesser need for bi-

annual renovation.    

 

The Greens Committee is currently 

conducting a comprehensive review 

of our bi-annual greens renovation 

procedures.  Whilst we regularly re-

ceive complimentary feedback on our 

greens, we recognise the inconven-

ience to our members when the 

greens are renovated and are investi-

gating all possible strategies to 

lessen this inconvenience.  It is ex-

pected this review will be completed 

by September and all outcomes will 

be communicated to members.
